Group Description: Language development and /iteracy development are closely
related. Emergent Literacy is the first stage of literacy development, and current
research shows that it is a very important period in the development of reading.
Successful beginning readers develop concepts about print at an early age, prior to
entering school.

This group will focus on development of all areas of Emergent Literacy, including:
e oral language
e emergent writing
e print knowledge
e alphabet knowledge
e phonological awareness

The group will also include parent coaching, so the techniques can be easily
implemented at home. Storybooks for home follow-through will be provided.
