1. Assessments

2. Small Therapy Groups 
We are currently looking for students to fill our January 2010 Treatment 
Groups.  All groups are run by our certified speech-language pathologists.  
To participate in a group, a short screening or evaluation might be 
necessary.  We also offer bursary support.   
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The MFC offers the Lidcombe Program for Young Children who Stutter 
to children from 3-10 years.    Results of a paper in the Journal of Fluency 
Disorders (Koushik, Shenker, Onslow, 2010) show that children aged 7-11 
years old were treated successfully with the Lidcombe Program and 
maintained their fluency in long term follow up.     
 
 A new program of short term treatment for adolescents who stutter will 
start in 2010.  If you would like more information about this program or 
any of the MFC treatment programs for stuttering, please phone the centre 
at (514) 489-4320, ext.

When making decisions about therapy we consider the child’s potential for 
recovery without treatment, as well as the risk factors that may prolong 
stuttering or increase its risk of persistency. 
 
We would consider  star ting treatment when: 
�  More than six months have passed since initial reported stuttering 

onset and the child shows no signs of a natural recovery 
�  The child and/or family show signs of distress related to stuttering 
�  Other speech, language, health or behavioral issues are present 
 
We would consider  delaying treatment if: 
�  The child shows signs of natural recovery that include decreasing 

severity and/or frequency of stuttering 
�  The onset of stuttering is less than 6 months 
�  The child and family are not distressed about stuttering  
�  There are no other speech, language, health or behavioral issues 
  
Ideally, the optimum time to initiate therapy would be at age 4, in order to 
complete treatment before the child enters school.

Preschool Social Language Group 
This 8-week group is limited to 5 children 
ages 4 ½ -5 ½ , with difficulty using 
language appropriately in everyday 
situations. Activities to increase turn taking, 
initiating conversation, following directions 
and playing with peers are provided with a 
weekly theme.  Parents receive feedback and 
hand-outs. 
 
Preschool Oral Language Group 
This group aims to provide a fun, small-
group setting for 3 1/2 to 4 1/2 year olds with 
thematic activities that will support 
comprehension and use of vocabulary, 
questions and sentence structure. 
 
 
 
Pre-Teen Social Language Group 
For pre-teens with challenges in social 
situations that include reading social cues or 
having dialogue with peers.  This group helps 
pre-teens to integrate in a social setting by 
learning unwritten rules.  Situations range 
from working on a cooperative project to 
participating in informal conversation.  The 
group is based on the Think Social program 
developed by Michelle Garcia Winner.
